Quality auditor

As production auditor my duties include:  verifying the production machine set up to meet requirement for good manufacturing practices. I am responsible for the overall quality of finish product which include sample test before the production process, an visual inspection for high resolution printing as well as testing equipment to measure gloss on the printing, the coating to measure the brightness level for a successful printing quality. I am also responsible for first article approval as well as the tension measurement per square footage on the raw material to make sure the large billboard printing can resist in the high wind. And follow every step of the production process to make sure the operator follow the proper manufacturing process to avoid any deviation and to ensure high quality product deliver to customer.

Production technician

As production technician in granulation my duties was the following: setting up the mill machine according to the batch which include mill speed, blade size and screen size as well, get the mixture sample from the dryer to run the LOD test to measure the moisture level as indicated in the batch card, once the LOD test pass, I will log off the batch from the dyer log book and record the test result in the batch card and the dry time, then bring the product to the milling room and log in the batch in the milling room log book to start the milling process. Before starting the milling process I have to run other test which is the sheave test to check the ground potency so the pills wont fell apart once it go to press. After recording all those data and all the test pass I start milling, before starting the milling process or the sheave test I need to set up the milling machine according in the batch and follow the SOPs as written to avoid any deviation. In  the milling I’ll mix the dries with main ingredient and run it through the milling machine as indicated in the batch. Once the milling process is done, I’ll weight the batch and make sure it match the weight indicated in the batch card. Once all the weight match I’ll bring the batch to the blinding to load it into the twinshell and add the magnesium to the grounded main ingredient which help the ground texture so stay together after the press, and set up the blending time according to the batch card. I was also responsible for improving the manufacturing efficiency without compromising good manufacturing practice and  the complete clean or general clean of the production equipments according to SOPs to avoid any deviation and meet the FDA standard.

As a filler operator I was responsible for setting up the filler to run the correct size bottle, capper heads, filling valves, vent tubes and so on, 20 oz, 1L, or 2L using the blueprint configuration.
